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INTERVIEW QUESTIONS

What is the single most important thing to know about this book?

This book deals with the major events of life from abandonment to death, but it really is a joyous romp. It is a book dog lovers of all ages will return to again and again for encouragement, inspiration and reflection. It’s great gift for anyone who loves or who has lost a dog.

Why did you write this book?

I originally wrote this story just to help my family deal with our grief of losing a beloved family pet. Later when friends I knew would lose a pet, I would often give them a copy of the manuscript to help ease their grief. The manuscript was passed around so much it became (pardon the pun) dog-eared and the response was always the same, “You should publish this.” And so I did.

What problems does this book solve?

This book provides a vehicle for dog lovers to not only deal with the loss of a much-loved family pet, but also gives families a means to talk about important life issues—disappointment, adoption, friendship, love, family, illness and death. I also think it gives people of all ages an opportunity to appreciate what we learn from the experiences we have in life and to recognize the value of the teachers who come into our lives—no matter in what form they present themselves.

What issues does this book raise?

This book addresses some of life’s biggest issues:  it deals with the importance of a positive attitude even when dealing with life’s challenges; it deals with rescue and adoption—both animal and human; it deals with the importance of love and friendship; it deals with death, but as a natural cycle of life; and it provides a gateway for remembrance, reflection and inspiration.

How does this book dispel issues about rescue?

I think sometimes people are worried that a rescue dog will not bond to them. But nothing could be further from the truth. Rescue dogs will usually cling to you because they want to make sure you won’t disappear like their previous owners.

What are the benefits of rescue?

The Humane Society of the United States estimates that the number of cats and dogs that enter shelters each year is between 6 to 8 million and that over half of that population is euthanized. One of the big benefits of rescue is that you can help stop pet euthanasia by committing to rescue and neutering the pet. Moreover, you will find that many of the pets that are in rescues are a little older so they are usually a little calmer, already housetrained and more easily obedience trained because they are more focused.   

How is this book different than other books in this category?

There are lots of chapter books about dogs and there are a lot of photography books with captions, but this book is a great crossover selection. Its combination of life tales and wisdom, real-life pictures and colorful graphics make it appealing to children and adults.
